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Unfortunately, no known virus protection or security system has been created to block your folders and sub files, this you will have to do manually on all folders and files.

This is to show you how to access your folders and files off-line and open needed file, then close folder before returning online.

1. Right click on folder of choice, ex. “My Documents, Word Office” any program on menu that will allow you to access Properties.

2. Scroll down and select “Properties” then go to “General Tab”,  scroll or go down to “Read only and Hide” check “Hidden” this will block folder from access and if prompted, click hide all sub files.
3. Go to “Tools” on top of browser, scroll to “Internet Options”, and go to “Delete temporary files and folders, upon exit, place check-mark in box.

 
Computer Security Cont’d.

The key is to open folder and files while off-line and access the file that is needed and close folder again. Try to move folders and files together based on priority; ex. “Most Important, Less Important” in order of how much you will need to access files.  This will prevent hackers from downloading files to copy and sell on the street. It may be bothersome at first but it is well worth the security. You can then access any needed folder or file off-line and work with Microsoft Office, save close and make sure it is “Hidden”, It will show as “Blocked Content” to hacker!
